PROJECT DIRECTOR’S NOTE

Biodiversity has come under threat around the world. The

world needs a wide variety of plants and animals because

they are dependent upon one another. Plants need

pollinators. Without pollinators crops suffer and people and

other animals, dependent on those crops, suffer for food. One

study says pollination of crops by insects has a value as
high as $20.2 trillion a year. The WWF points to a medicinal effect as well, noting an
estimated 50,000 to 70,000 plant species are harvested for traditional and modern
medicine worldwide.

Reducing the abundance of some species can cause others to grow in population.
This growth in population is a worry of World Health Organization (WHO) about
possible spread of insects that carry infectious diseases.

During urban development, in land use decision, stopping the tendency of
hill-cutting and increasing slum area and dumping of trash and debris, participation
of the citizens has an important role to play that affect neighborhoods. Home with
short distances of a green space lowers the rate of anxiety and depression. Plantation
programs in the city must be coordinated by the City Corporation with decisions of
right species and right places.

Without thinking of the consequences, we are using the biodiversity unsustainably
for which we don’t see the problems immediately, but we know that biodiversity is
important for making sure that ecosystem functions continue into the future, even
when the environment changes. Much human activity areas suffered the worst while
areas with little human activity survived better. Scientists worry that at some point,
the loss of some species could cause whole ecosystems to collapse.

Loss of biodiversity has an economic impact on earth. IUCN estimates the monetary
value at $33 trillion every year that ecosystem services provides.

Loss of diversity could have an emotional impact on people too. The health of life
around the world does affect the quality of life for its 7.4 billion people. The loss of
biodiversity should be of profound concern to everyone.
